	Infant/Child Health Concerns:

· Severe difficulties experienced with infant/child’s feeding, sleeping, or behaviour

· Breastfeeding concerns not responding to primary intervention
	Child is less then three years, age extensions are considered if child is developmentally less then three years of age.

No acute illness or infectious diseases within family unit

Obtain history from parents/carers regarding issues including what support has been received thus far

Obtain consent from parent/carer for referral


	Infants and children have issues suitable for tertiary intervention

Primary and secondary interventions have been utilised in local community without success i.e. child health 


	Presenting issues – complete prime reason for the referral on electronic Intake Form (include parent goal/s).

Relevant Psychosocial & Medical History (may include parental relationship issues, mental illness, substance use, disability, Child protection/Child Safety Services involvement, literacy/language considerations for parent/carer or other relevant information).

Details of all members in the family unit involved in care of child.

Geno gram is required for family 

Current services family have received from CCHS. Include all other agencies/services previously accessed by the family for the issue.

Can admit siblings 0-5yrs (no intervention)



	Parental Support/Coping:

· Parent/carer experiencing severe distress around parenting

· Parent/carer required practical skills and confidence in parenting


	Parent/care experiencing severe problems, presenting issues are of a complex nature involving more then one issue causing high level stress and imminent risk to family unit

Parent/carer agrees to not use illicit substances or alcohol during admission (except methadone on a prescribed program)

Acute mental health issues consider Adult Mental Health 

Parent/carer must be able to fully participate in program.

Parent/Infant Attachment difficulties consider referral to Future Families Program (Child and Youth Mental Health Service.
	Severe distress around parenting caused by complex family issues not resolved through  other community interventions

Limited parental skills and confidence which  effecting care of infant or child
