Referral should 
include complete patient / family history relevant to the patient’s condition or complaint. 
A vaginal and abdominal examination should be completed to confirm gynaecological cause of condition or complaint.

All investigation results are to accompany the patient referral when sent to gynaecology outpatients department. 
Tests results should be dated within three (3) months of referral date.
